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Introduction  
 
It would be helpful to have a selection of books ready including fiction 
and non-fiction. 
This would be a good opportunity in introduce or to re-enforce the 
different styles of books available including fiction and non-fiction.  
A few “special” books, e.g. pop-up or ones with special features or unusual 
illustrations could be included. 
 

• Ask the children about the books that they have enjoyed. 
• Show some of the selected books 
• Ask about the differences between books and films or TV. 

This is a good chance to remind children that the best special effects and 
pictures are the ones that your own imagination provides. 

• Discuss the idea of a really special book. What might it be able to do? 
• Look at the Story Inspiration together.
